"the enemy", usually both are desperately 

wanting out of the pain. 

 

 

This workshop will offer experiential exercises 

and will teach concrete skills to take home. It is 

an opportunity to stop doing what isn't working, 

and to start doing something different. It will 

also be an opportunity to have a different 

experience - to re-connect, to shift some 

attitudes, and to learn some different models of 

how to nourish and take care of a relationship. 

 For those who are not having "problems" in the 

relationship, but just want to deepen what you 

already have, this workshop will also offer 

experiences to further explore your connection 

to each other  - to help "keeping in love".
